Conclusion
If you concentrate on the Ahadith. mentioned ab ove you will
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realise that dhikr done openly or in a raised voice is not at all
forbidden (mamnii /) or disapproved (makrith). There is
clear evidence for its preference (mustahabi whether these
Ahiidith. are direct (~ar1lzan) or allusive (ilciziiman) as we
have indicated. As for countering these with Ahaduh. that
show preference for Dhikr Al-Khafi (Silent Dhikr), it is like
presenting arguments by Ahiidith in favour of silent
recitation of the Holy Qur'iin as opposed to recitation done
aloud. They draw an analogy such as the likeness of the
silent reciter of the Holy Qur'iin to one giving sadaqah in
secret. Imam Nawawi~ concludes that silent dhikr is
better when there is fear of show or when it would disturb
those praying or when people are asleep. Apart from that
open dhikr is always better because in doing so it is an
effective stimulant to good deeds, other listeners benefit
from it, the reciter's heart remains awake and he is able to
concentrate more fully . His ears focus on his recitation,
drowsiness is reduced and he becomes refreshed. According
to some it is preferred (mustohaby to recite some parts of the
Holy Qur'iin in a raised voice and others are better
(m ustahabi recited silently because silent recitation tends to
become monotonous after which loud recitation brings
delight to the heart. When loud recitation tires a person, it
will be relaxing for him to recite silently. After this Imam
Nawawi~ became silent.

The same explanation is true for dhikr. It can be
concluded as such from the (various) Ahiidith. If you were
to argue producing the following Verse:

And do thou (0 reader!)
Bring thy Lord to remembrance
In thy (very) soul,
With humility and remember
Without loudness in words, ...

-(Al-Qur'an 7:205)

Then let me tell you that this Verse has three dimensions:



I. This Verse is Makki (revealed in Makkah ) as is another
Verse commanding a lowering of the voice:

Neither speak thy Prayer aloud,
Nor speak it in a low tone,
But seek a middle course
Between.

- (Al-Qur'a" 17: 110)

This Verse was revealed at a time when the Holy Prophet
~":l<~',j:; recited the Holy Qur'a" aloud. When the idolators
heard him they hurled abuse at the Holy Qur'a" and A1Hih
the Almighty Who sent it. In order to stop their behaviour
Allah the Almighty commanded the lowering of voice in the
recitation of the Holy Qur'a".

He also forbade Believers from hurling abuse at their
idols in retaliation as in the following Verse:

Revile not ye
Those whom they call upon
Besides Allah, lest
They out of spite
Revile Allah
In their ignorance.

- (A l-Qur'a" 6:108)

Later on this objective came to an end as conditions
improved. This is indicated by Ibn Kathir~ in his
TaJsfr-(V2, PI81).

He states that the purpose of the above Verse (Al-Qur'iin
6:108) is the same as' for the previous one (AI­
Qur'a,,17:110):

.... Neither speak thy Prayer aloud
Nor speak it in a low tone
But seek a middle course
Between.'

Whenever the idolators heard the Holy Qur'a" being recited
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th ey hurled abuse at it, at Allah the Almighty and Hi s
M essenger JW~, so Allah th e Almighty comm anded the
M esseng er *.:r.jJC:";~ to lower his voice in recitation such
th at ido lators would not hear, not too silent ly th at even the
Companions could not m ake ou t what was being said but to
adopt a middle way b etween th e two.

2. A group of exegists (M ufassirnn) including 'Abd AI­
Rahman bin Zaid bin Aslam~, teacher of Imam Malik
~, and H afiz Ibn Jarir~ have asc ribed thi s Verse
to a dhiikir (person doing dhikr) while the H oly Qur'iin is
being recited. This is because the Book of Allah the
Almighty should be recited aloud while all others should be
subdue d ou t of respect. This view is reinforced by the
following Verse :

When th e Qur'an is read,
Listen to it with attenti on ,
And hold your peace:
That ye may receive Mercy.

-(AI-Q",'on 7:204)

With respect to th e above Verse it might appear to some
pe opl e that perhaps silence is to be ad opted at all times.
This matter can be clarified thus:

Even though th e co mmand is to rem ain silen t it is
superceded by another co mmand calling for th e cons tant
remembrance (dhikr) by the heart so that it is not neglected
altogether. That is why the Verse ends with: 'A nd be not thou
ofchose who are unh eedful (A I-Q",'on 7:205)'.

3. Sufis tend to regard this Verse as referring specifically to
th e H oly Prophet ~:)Ji'!.'8-', the Perfect Exemplar, it is not
for ordinary folk who are prone to deceptive imaginations
and bad presumptions. These peopl e have been
co mmanded to recite aloud because it is an effective way of
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eliminating such thoughts. This view is justified by a H aditb
narrated by Bazzar~ on th e authority of Mu'adh bin
Jabal~:

The Holy Prophet ~~~ said : "When anyone among
you prays Supererogatory Prayers (nafa!) at night, let him
raise his voice in recitation because Angels pray along with
him and listen to his recitation. Any believing Jim' who
happen to be in th e air around him or living in his vicin iry
also join him in prayer and listen attentively to his
recitation. By reciting aloud he makes all the bad Jim' and
devil s flee from his home and neighbourhood."

If you were to argue producing the following Verse:

Call on your Lord
With humility and in private:
For God loveth not
Those who tre spass beyond bounds.

-(AI- Qur'an 7:55)

And you claim that ' the exceeding of bounds' re fers to
raised voice (Jahr) in du 'ii ' (supplication) by interp retation.
In respon se to thi s let me inform you that there are two
sides to it:

(I) The more acceptable (riij iiz) tafsir (interpretation) of thi s
Verse is that it refers to that du 'ii ' (supplication) in which
the original wording is exceeded by the one praying. Or it is
that du 'ii ' whi ch has been invented having no basis in the
Shari'ah. This interpretation is support ed by a H adith.
mention ed by Ibn M ajah~ and Hakim~ in his
Mustadrik . It is narrated by Abu Ni'ama ~ and
class ified as $aiziiz (So und) . The Hqdith is as follows:

'Abdullah bin Ma'qal~ heard his son praying thus:
"0 Allah the Almighty! I ask for a white palace on the right
side of Heaven." Upon hearing this he said: "I have heard
the H oly Prophet m%','F; saying: 'There will (soon) come



a time when some people among my Ummah will begin to
exceed bounds in prayer.' This interpretation is of a
Compa nion of mine . He knew be st as to its meaning."

(2) Even if th e argument were to be accepted it st ill only
refers to supplica tion (dll 'ii ) and not to dbikr. A du'ii ' by its
very implica tion is bette r said by lowering the voice . This
way it comes nearer to being accepted . This is suggested by
the following Verse which refers to Zakariyya ......~ :

Beh old! he cried
To his Lord in secret.

- (A I-Qur'au 19:3)

It is precisely for th is reason th at lsti'iidha (Seeking of
Pr otection) said at sta rt of Prayer is better (M ustahab)
recited in a low voi ce during Prayer (Salah) because it
happens to be a du 'ii' (supplication) .

If you were to argue on the ba sis of the following Hadith:
It is narrated by 'Abd ullah bin M as'iid ~;::;;; th at he saw
some people in the Masjid reciting th e K alimah: La iliiha illa
A lliih aloud in dhikr . On hearing thi s he said to them: " I see
you to be innovators." And he sent them out of th e Masjid.
In response to this let m e tell you that thi s alleged saying of
'Abdullah bin Mas'iid~ needs a clear Isniid (chain of
authorities) . Who are the Im iims (Leade rs) and Qur'anic
scho lars who have, afte r all, mentioned thi s Hadith ] D o we
find it in any of their books? Even if thi s argument could be
justified, it would still go agai ns t many othe r H adith
co nt ra ry to it . When there is opposition these Al;ziidllh will
take prioriry.
. I will produce here a saying of 'Abdullah bin Mas'iid
~ reported by Imam Ahmad bin H anbal~ in his
Kitab Al-Zuhd. It contradicts th e argument put forward. H e
says: " M uha mmad heard from Mas'iidi who heard it from
'Arnir' bin Shaq iq th at Abi Wa'il~ said : 'There are
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
